What is vis?

Volleyball Information Systems (VIS) is the standard statistics package used by the FIVB at all international competitions.  VIS was first used in England in January 2005 for the FIVB World Championship qualifiers in Sheffield where live data from the championships was broadcast on the FIVB website.  The statistics are entered into the system by four supervisors, two of which sit behind the court at each end.  The statistics work by grading each touch in the rally as success, fault or attempt where a hit that scores a point is a success, a hit that is out is a fault and a hit that continues the point is an attempt.  
One supervisor at each end is responsible for speaking the player numbers, shot type and grading out loud to the other supervisor who enters them onto the VIS computer system.   During the game the statistics can be broadcast live on the internet, and can also be supplied to the media through the VIS software.  Once the game is finished the statistics are compiled and presented as a number of reports which in International Competitions are sent to the FIVB, as well as being presented to the teams for use in training.
