9th June: Nottingham

This was a new junior event based at the existing
Nottingham festival which was the East Midlands

leg of the Regional Grass Series (RGS). Junior

event organiser Jon Pennock was pleased to see

the event get off the ground in scorching conditions,
“There was a great mix of teams from across 4 counties of
the East Midlands... the festival provided a great chance
for players to come together in the right environment to
really learn more about playing Volleyball.”

16th June: Newcastle-under-Lyme

Another new event on the calendar, this time
organised by Newcastle (Staffs) VC on behalf of the
West Midlands Association. Teams travelled from
across the West Midlands, East Midlands and the
North West to dodge the showers and play in
competitions across three age groups for girls

and for boys.

23rd June: Ashcombe

Ashcombe is synonymous with two things: Junior
Volleyball and its outdoor festival. This year the two
came together as the ever popular RGS event added
a junior element with huge success attracting around
200 players with teams travelling from the South East,
South West and London.
